The Community Foundation partnered with the Hendricks County Commissioners and
Council to create a grant program in 2022 to distribute up to $6.6million of ARPA funds
allotted to Hendricks County. In the second year of ARPA, 2024, the HCCF Program
Committee recommended $284,485 in competitive grants which were awarded to local
nonprofit organizations in December.
